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CONSERVANCY RECEIVES DONATION OF 16.5 ACRES 

The Caledonia Conservancy, Ltd. received a 16-½ acre parcel of land from Conservancy benefactor Toni Ehrlich.  This generous donation will ensure that the main artery of Caledonia’s unique system of horseback riding and hiking trails is protected.  The land, which is located in an abandoned railroad corridor between Five and Six Mile Roads in Caledonia, includes fields with native prairie flowers and grasses and is being reforested with native trees.

Ms. Ehrlich’s generosity continues the tradition of her husband, the late King Ehrlich, who advocated preserving area lands for recreational trail use.  The Conservancy will dedicate the property with a sign recognizing the Ehrlich's many contributions to the Conservancy and a picnic table or bench in spring 2002. 

The Caledonia Conservancy is a non-profit land trust dedicated to preserving trails and open space in the Town of Caledonia.  Including the donation from Ms. Ehrlich, the Conservancy has protected more than 60 acres of land since its inception in 1994.  The Conservancy’s largest holding is the 28-½ acre Trout Ponds-Prairie located at the southwest corner of Four Mile Road and Highway 31.  The site contains horse and hiking trails and is open year around to the public.
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
